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[Regulations of the Subgroup System]

| . The regulations in this document stipulates the Subgroup Support System,
which is an academic activity of the Biophysical Society of Japan (hereafter,
the BSJ).

2. (Purpose) The Subgroup Support System aims to enliven academic society
activities by enabling thorough discussion through support of small- to mediumsized
group activities and meetings. Specifically, we will support the

following three group activities.

i) Support for Specialty Groups: Support aiming to enable the sustained
activities of groups that promote deep discussion of individual specialties.

ii) Support for New Academic Field Groups: Support aiming to temporarily enable
groups working to promote the formation of new academic fields.

iii) Support for Young Researcher Groups: Support aiming to promote the exchange

of research ideas among young researchers who will lead the next generation.

3. (Recruitment/Application) The BSJ annually recruits subgroups to support.
Annual members can apply for the Subgroup Support System with the participation
of 10 or more regular members in the respective subgroup.

Applications are to be made for a single fiscal year; however, applications

for continuation of support is possible. For the application, name and purpose
of the Subgroup, the name of the representative, as well as the member list,
efc. are required.

It is strongly recommended that the subgroup members are diverse in terms of

generation, gender, etc.

4. (Deliberation) The committee members deliberate and decide whether or not
to adopt a subgroup.

The purpose, novelty, number of participating members, as well as diversity of
the participating members of individual candidate subgroups will be considered.
Furthermore, the diversity of the fields, as well as the generation and gender
of representatives, etc. of the subgroups represented in aggregate will be

considered.

5. (Publicization) Subgroups are to publicize information regarding the



subgroup (subgroup name, purpose, name of representative) and meeting/activity
details on the BSJ website.
All regular members of the BSJ can become members of each subgroup. However,

the maximum number of subgroups that a member can participate in is two.

6. (Expenses) The BSJ will provide expenses to support the meetings/activities
held by the subgroup. Expenses may be used to cover the venue, speaker travel,
membership fees, etc. Expenses, up to a moximum of 50,000 yen per year, will

be determined by the committee members upon acceptance/rejection of the
application.

The subgroup is to report on the expenditure after the meeting (receipts

attached) and receive reimbursement from the BSJ.

7. (Report) Subgroups should report on the holding of the meeting on the BSJ
website, as well as the specialized committees for each field of the BSJ annual
meeting. In addition, the representative may be asked to write a short article

in journals such as Biophysics and Physicobiology (BPPB).

8. (Miscellaneous) Subgroups may use the online conference system contracted

by the BSJ for the subgroup meeting.
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
